Wider determinants

The number of premises licensed to sell alcohol per square
kilometre in Hinckley and Bosworth in 2021/22 is 1.2, this is
similar to the England value of 1.3.

The air pollution: fine particulate matter (new method -
concentrations of total PM2.5) for Hinckley and Bosworth in
2021 is 7.8 ug/m3, this is not compared to the England value
of 7.4 ug/m3.

The average weekly earnings for Hinckley and Bosworth in

2021is £466.7, this is similar to the England value of £496.0.

The rate of violence offences per 1,000 population for
Hinckley and Bosworth in 2021/22 is 25.3 per 1,000, this is
not compared to the England value of 34.9 per 1,000.

The affordability of home ownership ratio (where a higher
ratio indicates that on average, it is less affordable for a
resident to purchase a house in their local authority district)
for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2021 is 7.5, this is not
compared to the England value of 9.1.

B Significantly lower B Significantly worse M similar

The prevalence of overweight children (including obesity) in
Reception for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2022/23 is 21.6%,

this is similar to the England value of 21.3%.
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The Child Poverty, Income deprivation affecting children

index (IDACI) for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2019 is 11.0%,

this is significantly better than the England value of 17.1%.

Diagnoses

The estimated diabetes diagnosis rate for Hinckley and
Bosworth in 2018 is 79.1%, this is similar to the England
value of 78.0%.
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The all new STl diagnosis rate for Hinckley and Bosworth in
2022 is 362 per 100,000, this is significantly lower than the
England value of 694 per 100,000.

Admissions

The rate of admission episodes for alcohol-related conditions
(Narrow) for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2021/22 is 424 per
100,000, this is significantly better than the England value of
494 per 100,000.

Mortality

The under 75 mortality rate from causes considered
preventable for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2021 is 151.5 per
100,000, this is significantly better than the England value of
183.2 per 100,000.

The estimated dementia diagnosis rate (aged 65
and older) for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2023 is
60.7%, this is similar to the target value of 66.7%.

The cancer screening coverage - breast cancer for
Hinckley and Bosworth in 2022 is 68.2%, this is
significantly better than the England value of
65.2%.

The rate of emergency hospital admissions due to
falls in people aged 65 and over for Hinckley and
Bosworth in 2021/22 is 1,651 per 100,000, this is
significantly better than the England value of 2,100
per 100,000.

The suicide rate for Hinckley and Bosworth in 2019 -
